RESIDENT CAMP DATES 2011: August 7-10 for Webelos  and 11-13 for Wolves and Bears
CAMP FEES: $85.00 for Webelos session, $50.00 for adults. A $10.00 late fee will apply after May 31. 

$70.00 for Cub Scout session, $45.00 for adults, and all Den Chiefs. A $10.00 late fee will apply after May 31. Fees include all meals, patrol equipment, programs, a camp patch and a camp T-shirt. Fee for siblings is $40.00, which includes meals and some limited program. Contact your Cubmaster for due dates. Some campership funds, based on need, are available. Contact the Council Office (906-249-1461) for details.

SPECIAL NEEDS: If your Scout has any special needs or dietary restrictions, please complete the Special Foods Request form and forward it to camp 2 weeks before he comes so that preparations can be made.

VISITORS: Parents and relatives are welcome to visit camp at any time. Please register at the camp office upon arrival. Meals are available with the unit at a minimal charge. Come on out and take a tour of camp!

DISCIPLINE POLICY: Discipline of campers is the unit leader’s responsibility except in emergencies or extreme cases where the Camp Director may have to intervene. Hazing is prohibited. Under no circumstances shall a camper be deprived of food or sleep, be placed alone without adult supervision, observation or interaction, or be subjected to ridicule, threat, corporal punishment, excessive physical   exercise or excessive restraint as a means of punishment.

HEALTH AND MEDICAL SERVICES: A parent signed, health form is required of all Scouts and adults attending Resident Camp. See your Cubmaster for the form (Annual Health and Medical Record #34605 parts A and B).

The staff at the health lodge is on call 24 hours and consists of a Medical Doctor, Registered Nurse and one or more Emergency Medical Technicians. 

All medications, prescription as well as non-prescription, must be given to the Health Director in their original container, labeled with the campers name, medication name, dosage and dosage times, and his unit number. The prescribing physician should indicate any medications that should be carried by the camper, i.e. inhalers, allergy medications, etc.

Any unusual or special needs should be noted on the Special Foods Request form and the health history form. Any accident or illness requiring special treatment or attention will be taken to the Munising Hospital. Parents will be notified of any such event as soon as possible. 

CAMP STAFF: All key staff members at camp are fully trained and certified in the areas in which they work. Our number one concern is the health and safety of the campers, leaders and staff members. Our programs are designed and presented in a way that is fun as well as educational. 

TRADING POST: Our trading post handles handicraft supplies, Scouting literature, souvenirs, T-shirts, hats, bug repellant, popcorn, snacks, soda and juices, ice cream and much more. Cash, check, Visa and MasterCard are accepted.

FAMILY CABINS: Make camp a family affair. A limited number of cabins are available for rent in the family area. Call the Council Office for details and reservations.
