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2009 NYLT Fact Sheet

National Youth Leadership Training (NYLT) is an intense, 51/2 day, outdoor leadership training experience for troop youth leaders. Its principle function is to help Scoutmasters by training their top boy leaders in the skills of leadership. This course is a National BSA developed course that follows the material provided in the 21st Century WoodBadge training for Adults.

1. The course will follow the current National NYLT syllabus.

2. Scouts MUST have completed the Troop NYLT training course as evidenced by the “TRAINED” patch on their uniform.

3. The course will start at 12:00 PM Sunday, June 21, 2009. And will finish at approximately 7:00 PM Friday, Jun 26, 2009.

Scouts need to report to camp by 1:30 PM on Sunday and must be picked up Friday evening.
